· I will NOT bring pets to the gardens.

· I understand Norwood Community Gardens is an organic gardening project and does not use pesticides, nor does it permit gardeners to use pesticides in their plots.

· I understand that the Norwood Service League, the garden committee, nor owners of the land are responsible for my actions.

I therefore agree to hold harmless Norwood Service League, The Garden Committee, Al Neyer, Inc (owner of land), for any liability, damage, loss or claim that occurs in connection with use of the gardens by me or any of my guests.
